ith the Rotary year 2005-2006 drawing to a close,

the committee members are busy speeding up

their Rotary activities with full steam. For the
members of Rotary Club of Nagar Road covering areas
like Yerwada, Wagholi, Chandannagar, Wadgaonsheri,
Ramwadi and Vimanagar, their efforts were concen-
trated towards educating the slum children and creat-
ing health awareness.

Focusing their vision on 'Education of Slum Chil-

dren’, the members have chosen to adopt Surya
Naigari slum, 12 km from Pune, where they are impart-
ing free primary education nearly eighty children of
stone-guarry laborers. Dr Anwar Shaikh, President in-
formed that the idea behind choosing this slum is that
the kids belong to first generation learners. Majority of
them haven't heard the concept of going to school.
While some kids are school dropouts, who are forced to
work because of parental pressures.
- Started in June 2005, Dr Shaikh, informed that this
balwadi was an effort in convincmg the parents to send
their wards for basic education. Open in the age group
between 3-12 years, the students are taught the basics of
English alphabet, nursery rhymes, mathematics, and
other subjects. Even though, Marathi is their mother
tongue, we encourage them to communicate in English.
As we believe that English will be a great useful for the
coming generation of learners.

Dr Shaikh informed that there is a separa.te smdy
center in the locality, which will be open till the end of
May-June. Here, the slum children studying in the near-
by corporation schools will be studying free of cost. We
will provide them with all sorts of study materials. so-
